In the coming weeks and months, we will be making several transitions in our Children and Youth 
ministries at CMBC.  

First, we want to say a heartfelt “Thank you” and “Well done” to Casey Rohrer, who has prayerfully 
decided to step away from her role as Children’s Ministries Director. We are so grateful for the 
growth and development of our Children’s Ministries under Casey’s leadership, and we look forward 
to having her and her family continue as a vibrant part of our congregation.  

As we look ahead, we are excited about the continued growth and development of our Children and 
Youth ministries. To support this, we are expanding Josiah’s role. Josiah currently serves as our 
Director of Next Generation Ministries (grades 7–12). He will now oversee children and youth from 
birth through 12th grade, ensuring continuity and vision across all age groups.  

To support Josiah in this expanded role, we will also be adding a part-time Administrative Assistant 
for Next Generational Ministries. Together, Josiah and the new assistant will provide dedicated care 
and leadership for the families of our congregation and community, guided by the oversight of our 
Pastor and Elders.  

To help answer questions and share more about these transitions, we will be holding an informal 
Q&A session for parents and families of children birth–12th grade on Sunday, April 26th, during 
the ABF hour in Lefever Hall B. We hope this will be a helpful opportunity to learn more about the 
vision for our Children and Youth ministries and to connect with Josiah.  

At a later date, we will hold an introductory orientation and Q&A session with our current children 
and youth ministry volunteers.
